I will bless you and make you famous, and you will be a blessing 
to others. I will bless those who bless you and curse those who 
treat you with contempt. All the families on earth will be blessed 
through you.” 

 (Gen. 12:5) Haran to Canaan… (Gen. 12:8) between Bethel    
and Ai… (Gen. 12:10) to Egypt… (Gen. 13:1) Egypt to Negev   
(Gen. 13:3) Negev to Bethel… (Gen. 13:18) Bethel to Hebron
(Gen. 20:1) … Now Abraham moved on from there
