FORTTHE SOUL

S “Therefore He is able to save completely

those who come to God through Him . . .”
Hebrews 7:25a

> Jesus Christ's Resurrection identifies Him

John 20:31 “these things are written so you may believe . . ."

Note: Mohammed died June 8, 632 . . . no resurrection!

Acts 1:3 "many convincing proofs He was alive"

Acts 1:22 *. .. choose a witness of His resurrection”

Acts 2:22-24 *. .. God raised Him from the dead . . ." (2:29-33)
Acts 2:36 "God has made this Jesus . .. Lord and Christ"

Acts 3:15 “you killed the author of life, God raised Him"

Rom. 1:1-4 “He was declared with power to be the Son of God by His
resurrection from the dead: Jesus Christ our Lord"

Jesus’ resurrection was absolutely central to the Christian message, and
uniguely set Jesus apart from all others.

» Jesus Christ's Resurrection positions Him

Acts 5:30, 31 "God exalted Him . . . He gives forgiveness . .. "

Acts 7:55-59 "Stephen saw the glory of God" (Numbers 14:10)
"Jesus standing at the right hand of God . .. Lord Jesus receive my
spirit, do not hold this sin against them.”

2 Cor. 5:18 "God has reconciled us to Himself through Christ"

Rom. 4:25 "He was raised to life for our justification”

Col. 1:14 "He has rescued us from the dominion of darkness"”

Jesus' resurrection positions Him to accomplish God's purposes having
defeated sin, Satan and death!

> Jesus Christ's Resurrection anchors our faith and future!

1 Cor. 15:14 "if Christ has not been raised, our preaching is useless
and so is your faith.”

1 Cor. 15:17-26 "...in Christ all will be made alive . . ."

2 Cor. 4:14 ", .. the One who raised Jesus will raise us . . ."

2 Corinthians 5:20 "we are Christ's ambassadors as though God
were making His appeal through us.”
