 Ex. 2:23  “during that long period . . . the Israelites groaned in their 

slavery . . . God heard their cries and was concerned.”  
 430 years (Gen. 47 – Ex. 12:40) 280 year Gen/Ex gap

 Gen. 47:27  “the Israelites settled in Egypt . . . they acquired     

property . . . and were fruitful.” (47:11)
