Covenant Presence…a tabernacle, a cloud, the glory 
 Ex. 33:7-11 ‘tent of meeting’, anyone inquiring of the LORD 
 Ex. 35:2-7 Sabbath refresh, willing hearts give/construct 
 Ex. 40:17 “so the tabernacle, the Tent of Meeting, was set up on the 1st  
      day of the 1st month of the second year.” 
 Ex. 40:34 “the glory of the LORD filled the tabernacle” 
 2 Chron. 7:1-3 “the glory of the LORD filled the temple” 
 Numbers 2 a mobile city arranged with God central 
 Numbers 10:11 “…the cloud lifted…the Israelites set out…” 
 
The covenant Presence of the LORD ‘dwelling among’ His people,  
distinguished them from all others. The ‘cloud’ guided, invited, reminded 
them.
