Atonement . . . Symbolic or Actual? (Heb. 9:1-14) 
 Day of Atonement (Lev. 16) powerful yet imperfect 

- only once per year    - impersonal 
- blood of animals - sin taken away not forgiven 

 Christ entered the true Holy of Holies, God’s Presence 
 Christ entered by His own blood shed for all 
 Jesus Christ’s atonement is complete (1 John 4:9,10) 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Our Mediator (Heb. 9:15-28) 
 “for this reason Christ is the mediator of the new covenant . . .” 
 
 Christ appears for us in God’s presence (9:24) 
 
 Christ’s one time sacrifice of Himself is sufficient for all peoples, in 

all generations, in all cultures. (9:25-26) 
 
 God’s justice . . . life with responsibility and accountability (9:27) 
 
 Full and free salvation purchased and accomplished by Jesus Christ    

applied in completeness to a repentant sinner. (9:28)
