We are 
all baptized by one Spirit into one body.”

 Ephesians 2:11,12 Gentiles: “excluded…foreigners…without hope and  
     without God.” 
  
 Eph. 2:13,14 “brought near through the blood of Christ… He is our peace…

He destroyed the dividing wall of hostility…” 
 
 Eph. 2:15-18 “His purpose was to create in Himself ONE NEW MAN…

reconciling both to God through the cross…through Him we both have  
    access to the Father by one Spirit.” 
 
 Eph. 2:19-22 “no foreigners…fellow citizens… members of God’s house-

hold…built on the foundation of the apostles and prophets, with Jesus 
Christ as chief cornerstone…a holy temple…in which the Holy Spirit lives.”

 Gen. 50:20 “you intended to harm me, God intended it for good to  
    accomplish what is now being done, the saving of many lives.” God’s  
     sovereign, multi-generational, family purpose 
 
 Gen. 50:22 “Joseph stayed in Egypt along with his family” 
 
 Deut. 1:31 “you saw how the LORD your God carried you, as a father  
    carries his son…” (430 yrs)
